As part of our environmental work in class, we have been finding out about ways of reducing the amount of waste we create in school and at home.

Your child has already taken part in an investigation to find out about how much waste results from a packed lunch.  The intention now is to do something about it and try to bring a ‘LOW IMPACT LUNCHBOX’ to school as a follow up activity.  Your child will be participating in this on  …………………., (although, of course, we would encourage them to always be more environmentally aware!) and your help in this would be greatly appreciated.

Your child should be able to tell you some of the improvements that could be made, but for your information here are a few points:

· Use reuseable flasks/bottles rather than drink cartons

· Pack sandwiches etc. in a reusable air-tight container, or foil, rather than cling film

· Buy items with packaging for hygiene/information only, rather than triple-wrapped items

· Bring fruit/vegetable slices, composting any remnants/peel.

Remember: reduce, reuse, repair, recycle your waste.  (It’s much better to reduce waste in the first place, as then there is less to deal with).
