
THE ENVIRONMENT AGENCY (EA)
The EA produce regional and local catchment management plans and are responsible for: -

(i) Controls of Point Source pollution (e.g. effluent from a factory site) by the implementation of Effluent Discharge Standards.

(ii) Land Use Regulations  - a definition of flood protection zones and protection zones for Groundwater (such as buffer strips to keep diffuse source pollution to a minimum).

(iii) Water Allocation to meet seasonally variable instream and bank side flow requirements.

(iv) Channel and Flood Plain management plans.

(v) Controls on Human uses of rivers for fishing and recreation.

(vi) Controls on Biota to prevent over population of certain species (introduced by accident or by biological invasion). It replaced the National Rivers Authority (NRA) in 1995.

The EA produced the Kentish Stour Local Environment Agency Plan (LEAP) Consultation Draft in May, 1999. It is a very detailed description and analysis of the Kentish Stour catchment environment and its associated environmental stresses and strains. The layout of the Kentish Stour LEAP conforms with the EA’s guideline document called ‘An Environmental Strategy for the Millennium and Beyond’.
